All Short-Term Visitor Vehicles Parked on Association Property other than in the driveways or garages MUST have a Hang Tag displayed on the rearview mirror.

VISITOR SHORT-TERM PARKING 
Marked Visitor/Short-Term Parking spaces are restricted to Short-Term Visitors Only.
Owners, Residents or Long-Term Visitors are not permitted to park in Short-Term Visitor Parking spaces for 
any length of time. It is not permitted to save, block, or otherwise prevent other Owners’ or residents’ Short-Term Visitors from using available spaces. 
*Vendors are not required to have a hang tag when doing work for the association or unit owners, but vehicles must display company information.

LONG-TERM VISITOR PARKING (not for use by owner or resident vehicles)
Long-Term Visitors may only park in reserved Long-Term Visitor parking spaces or any space available to Owners and/residents, this includes driveway or garage parking. Long-Term Visitors may not park in spaces designated only for Short-Term Visitors.
Long-Term Hang Tag parking permits must be displayed on rear view mirror and can be purchased for a specific spot (upon availability) at Clubhouse for a $ 50 fee per month. Permits are not extendable beyond the monthly rental dates on the permit without new permit application.
